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1) Convening commodity-specific
committee meetings The DIT arranged meetings
of committee for various commodities - including
rice, cassava, maize for animal feed, oil palm, and
other agricultural goods - to establish policy
frameworks, work plans, and management
measures to maintain price stability and support
farmers and agricultural institutions.

1.1) Rice The DIT organized
meetings of the National Rice Policy and Management
Committee (NRPMC) to monitor global and domestic
rice market trends and to formulate four key
measures to stabilize prices of paddy (or unmilled)
rice for the 2023/24 production year, aiming to
maintain price stability for farmers during the harvest

season. These measures consist of:

(1) Credit program to extend
the sales period of in-season paddy rice
The government supported credit facilities for
farmers and agricultural institutions across rice-
growing regions nationwide, enabling them to store
paddy rice in their barns. The target for this program
was 3 million tons, with specific loan amounts per
ton for eligible paddy rice as follows: THB 12,000
/ ton for jasmine paddy, THB 10,500/ton for out-
of-zone jasmine paddy, THB 10,000/ton for Pathum
Thani paddy, THB 9,000/ton for white paddy, and
THB 10,000/ton for glutinous paddy. An additional
THB 1,500/ton was provided for storage and quality
maintenance. If farmers participated through

cooperatives, a cooperative would receive THB
1,000 and a farmer THB 500 per ton.

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(2) Credit program for rice

aggregation and value addition by agricultural
institutions The government provided loans to
agricultural institutions (agricultural cooperatives,
farmer groups, community enterprises, and
community rice centers) to purchase and stockpile
paddy rice for processing and value addition. The
target was 1 million tons, with the government
subsidizing interest at a rate of 3.5% per annum,

while institutions bore 1% per annum.

(3) Interest subsidy program
for rice stockpiling Support was provided to rice
mills and traders borrowing from commercial or
state-owned banks to purchase and stockpile
paddy. The target was 4 milion tons, with the
government subsidizing interest at a rate of 4% per

annum.

(4) Management and quality
improvement support program for farmers
Financial assistance to farmers was provided at
THB 1,000 per rai, with a maximum of 20 rai per
household. This aimed to alleviate hardships, ensure
sufficient income for farmers’ livelihoods, reduce
rice cultivation costs, and motivate farmers to

improve efficiency and quality of rice production.

1.2) Cassava The DIT arranged
meetings of the Cassava Policy and Management
Committee (NPC) to monitor cassava production
and market conditions. This led to the implementation
of 5 measures, as outlined below, to stabilize prices
for the 2023/24 production year.

(1) Interest subsidy program
for cassava stocking Interest support was granted
to cassava drying yard operators, starch mills, and
ethanol plants borrowing from commercial or state-
owned banks to enhance their liquidity, enabling
them to purchase and process cassava for stocking
without needing to rush product disposal. The
interest subsidy was 4% per annum, with a target

volume of 6 million tons.

(20 Cassava processing
capacity enhancement project Financial support
was provided to farmer groups for purchasing small-
scale cassava chippers with engines and drying
equipment to dehydrate cassava chips, at a
maximum of THB 15,000 per set. The target was
650 sets, aiming enable farmer groups to process
fresh cassava into dried chips and increase their

income through value addition.

(3) Credit program for
cassava stockpiling and value addition by
agricultural institutions Loans were extended to
agricultural institutions (i.e. agricultural cooperatives,
farmer groups and community enterprises) as
working capital to purchase and stockpile fresh or
chipped cassava from farmers. The target was
200,000 tons.

(4) Cassava cultivation
efficiency improvement program Credit was
provided to cassava growers as working capital to
improve productivity through appropriate
technologies and lower production costs. The target
was 3,000 farmers, with a loan limit of THB 230,000

per farmer.

(5) Cassava harvest
postponement program for 2023/24 Financial
support was given to cassava growers to delay the
harvesting of fresh cassava, thereby ensuring more
efficient crop management and providing them with
revolving funds for household expenses while
awaiting harvest. The support was THB 2,500 per
rai at the maximum, up to 20 rai per household.

The target was 65,100 households.

1.3) Maize (Feed Corn) The DIT
convened meetings of the Maize Policy and
Management Committee (MPMC) and introduced
two key measures to stabilize maize prices for the
2023/24 production year. These measures aimed
to support liquidity for agricultural institutions and
entrepreneurs in purchasing maize from farmers
without hastening the release of produce into the
market, thereby maintaining price stability during

peak harvest periods. These measures include:

(1) Interest subsidy program
for maize stocking The government provided
interest subsidies to maize traders and/or feed
manufacturers who borrowed funds from commercial
or state-owned banks to enhance liquidity, enabling
them to purchase maize from farmers without
pressure to rapidly release inventory to the market.
The government subsidized interest at a rate of 4%
per annum, targeting 200,000 tons of maize.

(2) Credit program for maize
stockpiling and value addition by agricultural
institutions The government supported credit
extension to agricultural cooperatives, farmer
groups, and community enterprises involved in
maize businesses and/or using it as raw material
for feed production. The loans served as working

capital to support the purchase, resale, and/or

processing of maize to create added value.
The target was 100,000 tons.

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1.4) Oil Palm The DIT implemented
regulatory measures to oversee procurement
activities and ensure the balance of palm oil supply

as follows.

(1) Measures on oil palm
fresh fruit procurement practices A specific
prohibition was introduced as follows: “Oil palm fruit
collection center operators (collection yards) shall
not engage in any practices that cause oil palm
fruits to fall unnaturally from their bunch, including
but not limited to the use of grates, conveyer chutes
with mesh for handling palm bunches, or any tools
or devices intended to separate detached fruits.”
Violations are subject to a maximum imprisonment
of 5 years, a fine not exceeding THB 100,000, or
both. The DIT also deployed special inspection
teams to monitor field conditions and rigorously
inspect procurement practices of palm oil extraction
factories and collection yards to ensure their
compliance with market mechanisms and relevant

laws.

(2) Palm oil supply balance
management The DIT required palm oil refinery
operators to submit daily reports detailing the
quantities and specifics of procurement, production,
sales, inventory levels, and storage locations. This
enabled more efficient supply management and
facilitated the formulation of corrective measures
for price and supply issues. Additionally, the DIT
closely monitored palm oil and palm fruit inventory
and sales to prevent hoarding and consumer
exploitation.

1.5) Other Agricultural Products

(1) Fruits The DIT, in
collaboration with relevant stakeholders including
state agencies, the private sector and farmers,
formulated proactive fruit management measures
for 2024 ahead of the harvest season. These
measures were designed to accommodate all
aspects of incoming supply to the market, from
production and marketing to trade facilitation and
legal frameworks. The objective was to support
farmers and push fruit prices to higher levels through
Six strategic measures comprising twenty-two
operational plans, with a target volume of 900,000

tons.

(1.1) Production and
processing promotion Two key plans were
implemented as follows: expediting GAP (Good
Agricultural Practice) certification for 120,000
farming plots, and supporting the processing of
320,000 tons of fruit using advanced technologies
such as blast freezing, deep freezing, or hyper rapid

freezing.

(1.2) Domestic market
promotion Seven plans were implemented as
follows: (1) establishing forward contract farming
schemes for 100,000 tons of fruit; (2) distributing
produce from production areas to wider markets,
targeting 90,000 tons (with support for management
and distribution costs at the rate of THB 3 per
kilogram); (3) enhancing efficiency of fruit management
to meet international trade standards, targeting
150,000 tons (with support for purchasing, sorting,
and quality control at THB 4 per kilogram); (4)
organizing fruit consumption campaigns (expanding

market channels through KOLs on social media
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platforms and the “Fruit Festival 2024” event,
targeting 100,000 tons; (5) providing postal boxes
and supporting shipping costs for 3,000 tons of
fruit (800,000 boxes); (6) offering free-of-charge fruit
loading (20 kilograms) on four participating airlines-
AirAsia, Thai Smile, Nok Air, and Thai Lion Air-
covering 100 tons; and (7) improving liquidity in fruit
management through a loan program totaling THB
3.34 billion (interest subsidy of 3% per annum for

business operators to purchase fruit produce).

(1.3) International
market promotion Six operational plans were
implemented as follows: (1) organizing cross-border
trade fairs in 3 regions to promote Thai fruit exports
to neighboring countries; (2) arranging both onsite
and online business matching activities; (3)
supporting international trade promotion campaigns;
(4) encouraging participation in international trade
fairs; (5) promoting seasonal Thai fruit menus
through Thai SELECT restaurants worldwide
(particularly desserts made from Thai fruits); and (6)

dispatching agricultural trade missions overseas.

(1.4) Enhancing trade
efficiency Five operational plans were implemented
as follows: (1) establishing a task force to promote
Thai fruit exports; (2) leveraging Free Trade
Agreements (FTAs) to boost fruit exports, particularly
the quota-bound items; (3) intensifying public
relations campaigns for Thai fruits in Chinese and
other high-potential markets; (4) negotiating for
relaxed international trade measures (such as tariff
reductions and the elimination of trade barriers);
and (5) conducting marketing training programs

aimed at trade development and export of fruits.
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(1.5) Trade Facilitation
Three operational plans were launched as follows:
easing labor mobility restrictions; supporting sorting
and transportation; and deploying sales teams, at
both provincial and national levels, to facilitate
market linkage for fruit distribution.

(1.6) Legal Measures
Two operational plans were implemented as follows:
mandating purchasing stations to display buying
prices no later than 8:00 a.m. or upon opening and
requiring purchases to be made according to the
displayed prices; and enforcing strict preventive and
punitive measures against exploitative commercial

practices.

2) Root Crops (Garlic, Onion,
Shallot) The DIT undertook management measures
to prevent and address potential price volatility

during the peak harvest season as follows:

(2.1) Designation of garlic
and onion as controlled commodities The DIT
issued regulatory measures including: a control on
the movement of imported garlic in quantities of
400 kilograms or more, and imported onion of 4,000
kilograms or more, by land or sea, into and out of
designated provinces—requiring prior approval for
transport; and, for imported garlic, a mandate to
report storage quantities and storage locations, and
maintain inventory records. These measures are
intended to monitor quantities and distribution activities
while continuous stock inspections are conducted

to prevent hoarding and unauthorized imports.
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(2.2) Implementation of

the 2024 root crop market management program
The DIT supported management costs for
purchasing fresh garlic, onion, or shallot from
farmers and distributing them outside production
areas at a rate of THB 3 per kilogram. The DIT also
carried out public consumption promotion campaigns
by establishing sales points in accessible areas such
as community centers, wholesale and retail outlets,
local malls, Blue Flag stores, petrol stations, and
other locations, totaling 4,100 sales points. A total
of 31,319 tons of root crops were successfully
distributed outside the production zones.

(3) Fishery Products. The DIT
implemented price intervention measures to mitigate
falling prices and support aquaculture farmers as

follows:

(3.1) The 2024 seabass
distribution linkage program was launched to
address the plummeting price of seabass, which
resulted from a large backlog of unsold fish in
farmers’ ponds, compounded by imports from
Malaysia. The DIT supported production management
expenses for farmers at a rate of up to THB 30 per
kilogram, and marketing management expenses at
a rate of up to THB 10 per kilogram, to expedite
sales and linkage of distribution channels of seabass
products outside production areas. A total of

1,5639.70 tons of seabass were distributed.
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(3.2) The 2024 shrimp

consumption promotion program was implemented

to support farmers affected by falling shrimp prices.
The DIT subsidized management costs at a rate
not exceeding THB 22 per kilogram, which included
up to THB 20 per kilogram for production management
and up to THB 2 per kilogram for marketing
management. The program also featured shrimp
consumption promotion activities to expand market
channels, increase linkage of sales and distribution
channels outside production zones, and raise public
awareness to stimulate consumption.

2) Expansion of market channels and
sales linkage to create opportunities, increase
options, and enhance income for farmers through

the implementation of key projects as follows.

2.1) Project to enhance knowledge
and expand market channels for key agricultural
products. The DIT organized “paddy rice market
fair” in 21 major rice-producing provinces, namely:
(1) Nakhon Sawan, (2) Roi Et, (3) Phichit, (4) Phayao,
(5) Phetchabun, (6) Maha Sarakham, (7) Nakhon
Phanom, (8) Lamphun, (9) Nong Khai,
(10) Kanchanaburi, (11) Udon Thani, (12) Kalasin,
(13) Phitsanulok, (14) Mukdahan, (15) Tak,
(16) Prachin Buri, (17) Khon Kaen, (18) Si Sa Ket,
(19) Buri Ram, (20) Phetchaburi, and (21) Surin-
amounting to a total of 34 events. The objectives
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were to foster competition in the paddy rice market
mechanism, empower farmers with greater
bargaining power and options, and ensure fairness
in pricing, weighing, and quality inspection.
This year’s paddy rice market fair saw a total of
21,457 tons of paddy purchased, generating a total
value of THB 253.06 million. In addition, the DIT
conducted 22 marketing knowledge enhancement
activities across 15 provinces, aiming mainly at
stabilizing agricultural product prices. These activities
provided farmers and stakeholders with an
understanding of the criteria, conditions, and
operational methods applicable under the
government’s price stabilization programs for key
agricultural commodities such as rice, cassava,
maize for animal feed, and oil palm. On-site visits
were also made to monitor production and
procurement situations and gather feedback from
farmers and operators, while overseeing the
program’s progress to ensure achievement of its

goals.

2.2) Project for the development
and promotion of community-based agricultural
product distribution centers (Farm Outlets)
The objective of this initiative was to establish
centralized points for aggregating and distributing
agricultural products and processed goods from
local communities. It also aimed to promote quality
production among farmers, encouraging them to
create their own brands and packaging, while
increasing access to market channels. Currently,
there are 60 Farm Outlet locations across 36
provinces under the DIT’s promotion. For the fiscal
year 2024, the DIT carried out the following Farm
Outlet promotion and development activities.
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(1) Organized training
sessions to enhance knowledge in modern
marketing and value addition for community-
grown agricultural products The training included
topics such as “Selling Online with Compelling
Storytelling” and “Go Viral, Get Sales on TikTok,”
held on December 22, 2023, at IMPACT Muang
Thong Thani, Nonthaburi, with participation from 16
Farm Outlets across 13 provinces. Another session
titled “Creating Value-Added Community Products
and Online Marketing” covered techniques for using
Facebook, Line, TikTok, Al tools, and leveraging
soft power and creative thinking. This training was
held online on September 4 and 6 - 10, 2024, with
12 Farm Outlets from 10 provinces in attendance.

(2) Facilitated market linkage
and promoted sales of community-grown
agricultural products by inviting 16 Farm Outlets
to sell their produce and goods in “New Year Mega
Sale 2024 fair held from December 20-24, 2023,
at IMPACT Muang Thong Thani, Nonthaburi
Province. Well-known influencers were also invited
to promote Farm Outlets’ products both onsite and
through online platforms. Souvenirs from the Farm
Outlets, such as fabric bags and umbrellas, were
given away to attendees to enhance brand
awareness and broaden public recognition of the
Farm Outlets. Furthermore, in collaboration with the
Department of Foreign Trade, the DIT led Farm
Qutlet operators to participate in the “Border Trade
Expo 2024” held at the Kanchanaburi Provincial
Administration Organization event ground and the
River Kwai Hotel, Kanchanaburi, from June 27-30,
2024. These activities collectively generated a total
of THB 295.43 million in sales of Farm Outlets’

products.
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2.3) Organic product market
promotion project. This project aimed to expand
distribution channels and market reach for organic
products produced by farmers, agricultural
institutions, and business operators, while offering
more purchasing choices to consumers. The DIT
organized promotional activities to connect organic
producers with consumers by bringing farmers and
operators from DIT-supported Organic Villages,
including Nong Hoi Village in Chaiyaphum Province,
Sok Khumpun Village in Yasothon Province, Tha
Duea Noi Village in Lopburi Province, and Huai Phlu
Village in Nakhon Pathom Province, as well as
members of organic farming networks, to showcase
and sell their products at the “New Year Mega Sale
2024” event held from January 20-24, 2024. The
event generated a total value of THB 31.92 million
in sales and business negotiations for organic
goods. At present, there are 22 Organic Villages in
19 provinces under the DIT’s promotional support.

2.4) Fruit market promotion
project. To encourage fruit consumption and
expand market channels, the DIT organized
promotional activities for mangosteen from the
southern region. These activities were conducted
at five designated low-cost housing and national
housing project sites across Bangkok, namely: (1)
Baan Eua Arthorn Romklao 2 Project, Khlong Song
Ton Nun Sub-district, Lat Krabang District; (2)
Romklao Housing Community Phase 3, Section 1,
Khlong Song Ton Nun Sub-district, Lat Krabang
District; (3) Baan Eua Arthorn Lat Krabang Project,
Thap Yao Sub-district, Lat Krabang District; (4)
Khlong Chan Housing Community, Sports Ground
Area, Flat 22 (Federation); and (5) Or Ngoen Housing
Community, Sukhaphiban 5 Road, Soi 66, Or Ngoen
Sub-district, Sai Mai District. Additionally, the DIT
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organized activities by opening a sales point for
dried orange and lime powder at the “New Year
Mega Sale 2024,” which took place from December
15, 2023 to January 15, 2024 at IMPACT Muang

Thong Thani, Nonthaburi Province.

2.5) Livestock and fishery product
promotion and competitiveness enhancement
project: The objectives of this initiative were to
maintain price stability, expand market channels,
and ensure that farmers earn sufficient income to

support their livelihoods. Activities included:

(1) Egg sales linkage
activities. The DIT, in collaboration with 20
Provincial Commerce Offices - i.e. Phuket, Loei,
Songkhla, Kamphaeng Phet, Mukdahan, Yala,
Phang Nga, Narathiwat, Chumphon, Nong Bua
Lamphu, Bueng Kan, Ubon Ratchathani, Chai Nat,
Si Sa Ket, Tak, Udon Thani, Roi Et, Khon Kaen,
Kalasin, and Ubon Ratchathani—organized sales of
chicken eggs at discounted prices below the general
market rate. These sales took place from May 3 - 5,
2024 and September 10 - 15, 2024, aiming to
alleviate the cost of living burden for the public amid
persistently high egg prices.

(2) Shrimp distribution
promotion activity. The DIT, in partnership with
leading department stores i.e. Robinson Srisaman,
Central Westville, Robinson Lat Krabang, Central
Pinklao, and Robinson Ratchaphruek, designated
spaces for shrimp farmers to directly sell their
produce. The sales event ran from August 6 - 25,
2024 to enhance product distribution, stimulate
consumer demand, and help raise the market price
of shrimp for the benefit of the farming community.
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2.6) Project to enhance integrated

rice mill standards. This initiative aimed to support
the operation of rice farmers’ collective mills to
improve the quality of milled rice produced by these
mills with the ultimate goals of meeting recognized
standards, consumer expectations and market-
responsiveness. The DIT organized a workshop
focusing on improving rice quality in accordance
with established standards, enhancing rice mill
efficiency, and reducing production costs. The
workshop was held at the Seven Bee Boutique
Hotel in Surin Province and included a site visit to
a GHPs-certified rice mill operated by the Thap Thai
Organic Agriculture Cooperative in Surin Province
from July 12-13, 2024. Participants included 52
representatives from 28 collectives of rice farmers
associated with large-scale, premium-quality jasmine
rice farming communities across seven provinces
in the Northeast i.e. Si Sa Ket, Buri Ram, Roi Et,
Yasothon, Surin, Ubon Ratchathani, and Maha

Sarakham.

2.7) Project to promote consumption
of Thai rice and rice products in domestic and
international markets. To raise public awareness
of the nutritional benefits and unique characteristics
of various Thai rice varieties, and to stimulate

consumption and support marketing efforts for

quality rice, the DIT collaborated with the Thai Rice
Packers Association to organize consumer
campaigns. Activities were held at the “Thailand
Rice Fest 2023” and the “New Crop Rice and
Creative Rice Products Festival” from December
14-17, 2023 at the Queen Sirikit National Convention
Center in Bangkok. The event featured workshops
on rice-based cooking and rice mixing, as well as

the sale of rice at affordable prices.

2.8) Project to enhance trade
potential of safe agricultural products. This project
aimed to expand and connect distribution channels
for safe agricultural products, helping farmers
increase their market reach. The DIT organized the
“Safe Agriculture Corner by DIT” in collaboration
with major department stores i.e. CentralWorld,
Central Ayutthaya, Robinson Srisaman, Central
Westville, Robinson Lat Krabang, Central Pinklao,
Robinson Ratchaphruek, Central Chaengwattana,
and Central Westville. These venues offered direct-
to-consumer retail spaces for farmers to sell safe
agricultural products from July to September 2024.
To strengthen consumer confidence, the DIT also
supported product safety inspections by testing for
chemical residues in the produce participating in

the activities.
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2.9) Project to elevate the quality
and leverage the marketing of Thai jasmine rice.
To preserve and promote the cultivation of premium-
quality jasmine rice, to create model farmers and
to meet high consumer expectations for premium
rice, the Department organized the 41st Annual
Thailand Jasmine Rice Contest of the year 2023
and the 2023 Outstanding Rice Grain Quality
Contest. The awards ceremony was held on April
24, 2024. For the jasmine rice contest, 21 awards
were presented to 18 individual farmers and 3 to
agricultural institutions. For the rice grain quality
contest, 11 awards were presented to 3 individual
farmers and 8 agricultural institutions. Additionally,
during the event, a memorandum of understanding
(MOU) signing ceremony was held for forward
contracts of high-quality jasmine paddy rice at
above-market prices. A total of 383.4 tons were
contracted between sellers (3 individual farmers and
3 farmers’ collectives - all are award winners of the
aforementioned jasmine rice contest) and buyers (4
rice millers). These MOUs would assure farmers

that high-quality rice has a guaranteed market.

3) Enhancing Market Systems and
Logistics Efficiency

3.1) Promotion and development
of central agricultural markets. The DIT continued
to promote and develop agricultural central markets
as key collection and distribution hubs equipped
with comprehensive and sufficient facilities and
services. These markets served as dependable
outlets for agricultural products, ensuring
standardized quality and fair pricing. At present,
there are 59 central markets under the DIT’s
support, categorized as follows: 30 central markets
for rice and field crops, 23 for fruits and vegetables,
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4 for aquatic animals and processed aquatic

products, 1 for ornamental fish and pets, and 1 for

flowers and decorative plants.

3.2) Promotion and development
of contract farming systems. To provide farmers
with reliable and fair sales channels and income
from their produce while ensuring that business
operators receive high-quality raw materials that
meet demands and stability in both quantity and
pricing, the DIT facilitated connections between
farmers and operators for the purchase/sale of
agricultural products (vegetables, fruits and livestock)
using contract farming systems and the DIT’s
standardized contract framework. This year, the DIT
facilitated the signing of 361 contracts across 23
agricultural products, including: shallots, garlic,
onions, Phu Lae pineapples, pomelos, tangerines,
lychees, dates, jujubes, bananas, Nam Dok Mai
mangoes, Marian plums, longans, mangosteens,
southern langsats, rambutans, salaks, rose apples,
santols, durians, sweet tamarinds, Vietnamese
pangasius, and Nile tilapia. These contracts covered
a total volume of 51,387.80 tons, valued at THB
1,259.87 million.

3.3) Promotion and development
of e-commerce market systems. To enhance the

use of e-commerce in agriculture, the DIT organized
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a training session for 54 farmers and operators at
Luang Pu Thuat Market in Phra Nakhon Si Ayutthaya
Province on January 30, 2024. The training included
topics such as “Tips for Boosting Sales on TikTok”
and “Shooting and Editing Videos with Just Your
Mobile Phone”. This initiative equipped participants
with practical skills for leveraging online platforms
to expand sales channels for agricultural produce,
processed goods, handicrafts, and community

products.

3.4) Supervision and promotion of
warehouse, silo, and cold storage businesses.
To ensure systematic and efficient storage of goods
while strengthening public trust and security, the
DIT dispatched officials to inspect and monitor the
operations of warehouse, silo, and cold storage
businesses to ensure compliance with the
Warehouse, Silo, and Cold Storage Act B.E. 2558
(2015). The DIT also promoted awareness and
understanding of regulatory compliance under its
announcement regarding the criteria and procedures
for submitting applications, reporting information,
and filing annual reports, as required by the law on
warehouse, silo and cold storage, through the
electronic system on the DIT’s website https://ewsc.
dit.go.th. This helped streamline procedures, reduce
turnaround time, and facilitate convenient access
for business operators.
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Creating Opportunities and Increasing Incomes for the Local Economy

1) uthuihanmang (Trading Village)
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1) Trading Villages. The DIT continued
to promote and develop community enterprises
whose members consist of individual farmers,
farmers’ collectives, agricultural institutions,
women’s collectives, and other community-based
entities. The DIT supported the enhancement of
community businesses by building operational
efficiency, enabling long-term sustainability,
strengthening group cohesion, and increasing
income through expanded and connected marketing

channels, as follows:

1.1) Promotion and development
of new trading villages. The DIT surveyed and
selected villages that demonstrate community
collaboration in offering their own goods and
services and are ready for capacity-building efforts.
These communities were then elevated to become
“Trading Villages” capable of conducting business
with strength, sustainability, and competitiveness.
In fiscal year 2024, five new Trading Villages were
supported and developed - (1) Dolmanee Baan Don

Rae Community Group, Ratchaburi Province;

1
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(2) Rang Mai Pradit (meaning handcrafted silk
cocoon) Community Enterprise, Saraburi Province;
(8) Baan Phurisa Community Group, Nong Bua
Lamphu Province; (4) Baan Din Daeng Sufficiency
Economy Learning Center Community Enterprise,
Krabi Province; and (5) Baan Bo Mai Farm Women
Community Enterprise, Songkhla Province.
Currently, there are 47 Trading Villages under the
DIT’s promotion across 36 provinces.

1.2) Enhancing the potential of
existing Trading Villages. The DIT conducted on-
site training and provided consultation to leaders
and members of 12 existing Trading Villages on a
variety of topics including production planning,
marketing, product and packaging development,
and livestream selling techniques. Public awareness
campaigns were also implemented to broaden
recognition of these communities. The 12 Trading
Villages are - (1) Chaiyo Mushroom Farm Community
Enterprise, Surat Thani Province; (2) Instant Thai
Southern-Style Spicy (Budu) Rice Salad Community
Enterprise, Songkhla Province; (8) Umpan Incense
Stick Community Enterprise, Tak Province; (4) Saori
Weaving Community Enterprise, Phang Nga
Province; (6) Mab Lao Cha-on Sedge Basketry
Community Enterprise, Rayong Province; (6) Nam
Mon Chae Son Community Enterprise, Lampang
Province; (7) Wannee Sedge Handicraft Community
Enterprise, Phatthalung Province; (8) Baan Duhun
Pandanus Leaf Products Community Enterprise,
Trang Province; (9) Pun-Ya Batik Community
Enterprise, Satun Province; (10) Lanna San Pu Loei
Handicraft Community Enterprise, Phayao Province;
(11) Baan Song Plueai Indigo-Dyed Cotton Weaving
Community Enterprise, Sakon Nakhon Province;
(12) Pak Bara Folk Artisanry Community Enterprise,
Satun Province.

1.3) Market linkage for community

goods and services. The DIT curated outstanding
products from Trading Villages—including artisanal
crafts, processed herbs, handmade goods, and
agricultural value-added products—from groups
such as Wat Sri Suphan Lanna Artisanry Group,
Plook Rak Herbal Processing Group, Baan Jong
Charoen Handmade Goods Group, San Pu Loei
Lanna Handicrafts Group, Nong Bua Daeng Natural-
Dyed Weaving Group, Bang Len Water Hyacinth
Crafts Group, Baan Don Thong Processed
Agricultural Group, Don Kai Dee Benjarong Porcelain
Ware Group, Suan Saraphat Dee Wellness
Community Group, 100 Thousand Thai Coconut
Group, the Community Group behind Chandrakasem
Rajabhat University, Pun-Ya Batik Group, Wannee
Sedge Handicraft Group, Baan Duhun Pandanus
Leaf Products Group, and Saori Weaving Group—
to exhibit and sell their products at the “Gifts from
Local 2023 by DIT” event, held December1-6, 2023
at ICONSIAM, Ground Floor, Bangkok. The event
aimed to raise awareness and promote the use of
community-made products as New Year gifts.
Additionally, the Department organized “Village to
Town 2024 by DIT” event between August 19-25,
2024 at the activity zone on the Ground Floor of
Central Pinklao, Bangkok, to create economic
opportunities and generate income for communities

while stimulating local economic growth.
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2) Community markets for local
businesses. The DIT continued to promote and
develop local markets in line with government policy
under the branding “Tong Chom Market”. These
markets highlight both commercial and cultural
identities, serving as mechanisms for market
expansion and link tourism to communities, while
also promoting and raising awareness of products
and services from community markets. This aimed
to create economic opportunities, increase
community income and stimulate local economic
growth. The activities organized by the DIT are as

follows.

2.1) Linking community goods and
services to market channels. The DIT facilitated
participation of vendors from DIT-supported
community markets in “Blue Flag Mega Sale” events
held in Nong Khai between October 27-30, 2023
and Chiang Rai between November 24-26, 2023
to broaden market access, promote awareness,

and increase income for local business operators.

2.2) Promoting community market

tourism.

(1) Organized the LOY
KATHONG Festival 2023 under the theme
“Commerce at Your Service! Preserving the Thai
Loy Krathong Tradition,” held between November
24-27, 2023. The DIT collaborated with 60 DIT-
supported community markets to host activities
allowing locals and tourists to engage in cultural
celebrations, while also browsing, tasting and
shopping community products-thus stimulating local

economy and increasing community income.
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(2) Held “Commerce Invites
You to Explore Must-Visit Markets and Celebrate
the New Year Festival” event from December 24,
2023 to January 7, 2024, in collaboration with 121
DIT-supported community markets nationwide. The
event aimed to promote tourism, stimulate spending,
and support local income generation during the new
year holiday season. The DIT also organized tourism-
boosting activities in community markets along key
tourist routes across the Northern, Central, Eastern,
and Southern regions.

(3) Hosted a community
product and service tourism fair under the theme
“Gifts from Local 2023 by DIT” at ICONSIAM,
Ground Floor, Bangkok, from December 1-6, 2023,
featuring signature products from Tong Chom
Markets. This event provided an opportunity for the
public and tourists to buy the showcased items as
New Year gifts while raising visibility for community
products, boosting economic opportunities, and
channeling income back into local economies to
fuel growth.
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1) Alleviating the cost of living for the

public

1.1) “Commerce Slashes Prices”
campaign. This initiative aimed to ease the financial
burden on the public, stimulate consumer spending,
and drive the national economy. In collaboration
with the private sector, the DIT organized promotional
sales campaigns during key festive periods,
successfully reducing the cost of living for consumers
by approximately THB 4.3 billion, through the

following events:

(1) Vegetarian Festival.
In collaboration with department stores, local
shopping malls, central markets, fresh markets, and
536 Blue Flag stores across the country, essential
items such as raw ingredients, fresh vegetables,
seasonings, vegetarian food, and ready-to-eat meals
were offered at discounts of up to 70%, between
October 14-23, 2023.

(2) New Year festival. The DIT
partnered with private sector entities—from large- to
small-scale producers—to host the “New Year Mega
Sale 2024”, from December 15, 2023 to January
15, 2024. Consumer products, services, and online
platform offerings were discounted by up to 82%,
to stimulate economic activity and reduce household

expenses.

(3) Chinese New Year festival
(Year of the Golden Dragon). In cooperation with
central markets, fresh markets, and shopping malls
nationwide, the DIT organized discounted sales
points for Chinese New Year essentials—including
Chinese gods offering sets, boiled chicken, stewed
duck, pork hip meat with belly skin, auspicious
fruits, and ready-made meals—with discounts of
up to 71%, held between February 7-10, 2024.

(4) Back-to-school campaign.
The DIT partnered with manufacturers, distributors,
internet providers, logistics companies, and online
platforms to launch “Back to School 2024”, offering
discounted prices on such items as school uniforms,
stationery, educational materials, and textbooks —up
to 80% off—from April 25 to May 31, 2024 to help
relieve the burden on parents.

1
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1.2) Low-price Thong Fah (Blue
Flag) scheme to ease the cost of living.
This program provided increased access to essential
consumer goods at fair and reasonable prices to
alleviate the financial burden on the general public
through the following measures:

(1) Blue Flag fairs. The DIT
organized Blue Flag fairs to distribute essential
consumer products directly to the public at prices
20-40% lower than the market rate in both central
and provincial areas. A total of 1,170 events were
conducted, resulting in an estimated THB 135.964

million in savings for consumers.

(2) Blue Flag food vendors.
The DIT opened applications for vendors offering a
la carte meals or ready-to-eat menus to join the

Blue Flag initiative. Meals were required to be
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affordable and of good quality, with a maximum
price of THB 35 per dish/bowl/bag. As of now,
there are 5,663 participating Blue Flag vendors
nationwide, collectively helping consumers save
approximately THB 2.66 million per day on ready-
made food purchases.

(3) Blue Flag stores for local
economic development. Aimed at creating a
permanent channel to reduce living expenses and
support low-income earners holding State Welfare
Cards, these Blue Flag stores allowed purchases
of essential and quality goods at reasonable prices
using electronic data capture (EDC) machines or
mobile applications. Currently, 150,887 Blue Flag
stores nationwide accept payments using State
Welfare Cards via EDC and mobile apps. Total
spending through this system has reached THB
348.39 million.

2) Building confidence and ensuring
fair trade practices

2.1) Supervision of goods and

services

(1) Determination of controlled
goods and services under control. The DIT
prescribed 57 items—52 goods and 5 services-as
controlled commmodities to ensure reasonable pricing
and adequate supply in the market, while preventing
unfair pricing practices. Regulatory measures were
enforced based on prevailing market conditions and
necessity. These included price ceilings, mandatory
pre-approval of price changes, and requirements
of reporting on import volumes, sales quantities,

stock levels, costs, and retail prices.
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(2) Determination of key
monitored goods and services. A total of 242
items of monitored goods and services were
classified into three groups according to their
sensitivity and critical conditions.

(2.1) Group 1: Sensitive
List (SL). The goods and services under this list
are considered highly sensitive. DIT monitored both
domestic and global prices daily, with officials
rigorously and continually monitoring retail prices.
In times of crisis, additional measures may be
implemented, such as expanding the controlled
goods/services list, imposing price caps, applying
rationing practices, ensuring an adequate supply of
essential goods, and re-structuring goods distribution
systems.

(2.2) Group 2: Priority
Watch List (PWL). This group includes items
requiring close surveillance twice a week with DIT’s
staff regularly monitoring retail prices. In crisis,
additional measures may be implemented, such as
linking retailers directly with producers, re-structuring
production and distribution systems for goods,
particularly the critical items used in the production,
and enforcing prevention of hoarding.

(2.3) Group 3: Watch List
(WL). These are goods and services monitored
biweekly for any market movements. The DIT
ensured that no party exploits the situation to take

advantage of consumers.

(3) Mandating retail price
display for goods and services. The DIT required
the display of retail prices of 290 items (240 goods
and 50 services), including all products and services
sold online. This allowed consumers to compare

prices or service fees before making purchasing or
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service decisions. Additionally, purchase prices for
33 agricultural products were also required to be
displayed. Retail prices were regularly monitored to

ensure alignment with production costs.

(4) Supervising prices of
medicines, medical supplies, and medical
services. The DIT required hospitals to report
purchase and sell prices of medicines, medical
supplies the medical service fees, the medical
treatment fees, and other service fees related to
treatment. Price changes must be reported at least
15 days in advance. QR code signs providing
comparative drug prices must be clearly displayed
in locations easily seen. The DIT also mandated
hospitals to provide patients with estimated
treatment costs based on preliminary diagnosis
every time. Furthermore, patients must be informed
of prices of medicines, medical supplies and medical
services, treatment fees and other fees before selling
or providing services upon request. Moreover,
pharmaceutical manufacturers, importers, and
authorized distributors of manufacturers or importers

must declare their selling prices to hospitals.

2.2) Overseeing trade practices

and measurement standards

(1) Monitoring business
conduct. DIT conducted investigations on 123,366
business operators to prevent hoarding and
exploitative unfair price increases. Business
misconduct was found in 117 cases, with
administrative fines totaling THB 251,500. The
misconduct detected included: failure to display
retail prices (64 cases), mismatch between displayed
and actual retail prices (46 cases), failure to display
information accompanying prices in Thai language
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or the unclear display of prices (3 cases), and failure

to display other fees (4 cases).

(2) Verification of measuring
devices and packaging quantity. The DIT
inspected 8,095,441 measuring devices and
packages to ensure fair trade and protect consumers
from being exploited by weighing and measuring
service providers. The DIT also monitored and
regulated fuel stations to comply with the conditions
set forth in the “Full Liter” Fuel Station Program.
The DIT deployed officials to inspect 94,956 fuel
dispensers across the country and provided training
to 8,543 fuel station personnel on proper methods
of checking the accuracy of fuel gauge.

(3) Establishing a network of
“DIT Volunteer Inspectors”. DIT expanded its
collaboration with the public sector by creating a
volunteer network to monitor and report unfair trade
practices. This network of volunteer inspectors
helped address actual problems on the ground and
provided insights, feedback, and suggestions to
help maintain fairness, in terms of pricing, quantity
and trade practices. The DIT Volunteer Inspectors
network also served as a communication channel
for consumer protection awareness and prevention
of exploitation of farmers. Currently, the network

consists of 5,088 members, comprising 528 core

members and 4,560 volunteer members.

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Report on the DIT's Compliance with the Official Information Act,

B.E. 2540 (1997)
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In the fiscal year 2024, the Department of
Internal Trade (DIT) undertook the following actions
to comply with the Official Information Act, B.E.
2540 (1997).

1) Established an Official Information
Center located on the ground floor of the building
(Room 20301, 3rd Floor) to facilitate public access
to information in person, in accordance with the
Official Information Act, B.E. 2540 (1997).

2) Assigned dedicated staff to the Official
Information Center to provide guidance and
information services to the public. Signage clearly
indicating the Official Information Center’s location
and directions has been put in place, while the
information index and categorization have been
systematically organized. The DIT ensures that all
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information required under Sections 7 and 9 of the
Act is complete and up to date.

3) Disseminated required public
information via the official website (www.dit.
go.th) under the section titled “Official Information
Center — Department of Internal Trade”, with regular
updates. A total of 17,613 users accessed the
information through this channel.

4) Appointed an Information Disclosure
Consideration Committee, as per Department of
Internal Trade Order No. 300/2563 dated May 19,
2020. The committee comprises the Deputy
Director-General as Chairperson, the Trade Law
Officer, Expert Level, the Director of the Office of
Secretary, and all Divisions’ Directors as members,
the Director of the Legal Division as member and
secretary, and the Director of the Measures and
Legal Group under the Legal Division as member
and assistant secretary. The committee’s duties
include establishing systems for information
disclosure and defining criteria and procedures for
the public to inspect official information, request
certified copies of official documents, and so on.

5) Promoted public awareness of the
rights to access information. The DIT engaged in
various outreach activities to inform the public about
compliance with the law on official information
through multiple channels, such as the department’s
website, bulletin boards, posters, newsletters,
pamphlets, and radio broadcasts.

6) Established communication channels
to receive public feed on information disclosure.
These channels include the 1569 hotline, suggestion
boxes, and bulletin boards. A total of 3,180
individuals submitted feedback through the 1569
hotline.
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Longan is one of Thailand’s key economic fruits, particularly in the

northern provinces such as Chiang Mai, Lamphun, Chiang Rai, Phayao,

and Nan. It generates substantial income for farmers and contributes

tens of billions of baht annually to the national economy through

exports, both in the form of fresh and processed longans.

However, few may realize that before longans reach

consumers-whether domestic or international-they must

undergo several processes, among which “grading”

is a crucial step that significantly affects the pricing

and the income of farmers.
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Longan grading is the process of sorting fruit
according to size in order to group them into
categories such as small, medium, and large, or by
specific grades such as AA, A, B, and C. Grading
can be done either by mechanical graders or
manually. The grading criteria typically include either
the number of fruits per weight (in kilogram) or the
diameter (in millimeter) of each fruit. The primary
purposes of grading are to facilitate cleaning, classify
quality by size, and determine pricing. In addition,

grading provides several key benefits as follows.

e Adds value to the produce: Large,
uniform-sized longans generally fetch higher prices
than smaller ones. Proper grading allows for accurate

pricing according to actual size.

o Meets market demands: Both domestic
and interational markets have different standards and size
preferences. Grading enables producers to supply fruits more

effectively according to the demand of each target market.
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e Improves processing and packaging
efficiency: Uniformly sized longans are easier to
process — such as drying or packaging — which helps

reduce waste and enhance product quality.

At present, sieve-type longan grading machines
are commonly used for sizing and grading fresh
stem-cut (stripped/pulled off) longans. This machine
comprises sieves with holes of varying sizes and a
mechanism that makes the machine rotate or shake
the sieves. This type of machine is widely used to
determine grades and buying prices of longans from
farmers. However, the use of non-standard, sieve-
type grading machines remains a significant issue
in many northern regions. The lack of regulatory
oversight by any government agency regarding
certification or verification of accuracy of the
machines has allowed machine producers to
fabricate grading sieves with varying degrees of
deviation or even modify them at will. This results
in unfair pricing practices that disadvantage farmers
and undermine their bargaining power. Furthermore,
this issue has negatively impacted the image and
perceived quality of Thailand’s dried longan in

international markets.
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The Department of Internal Trade (DIT) plays
a vital role in overseeing, promoting and developing
domestic trade to ensure its efficiency and fairness.
It also regulates standards for weights and measures
to guarantee accuracy and reliability, with the aim
of protecting consumers and farmers from being
taken advantage of in commercial transactions.
Recognizing the adverse impact of non-standard
equipment on fair trading systems and farmers’
income, the DIT deployed teams of officials to
conduct random inspections and accuracy tests on
sieve-type longan grading machines in use across
Chiang Mai, Chiang Rai, and Phayao. The
inspections focused on studying and analyzing the
maximum permissible errors of sieve holes and have
led to the implementation of the “Certification Project
for Sieve-Type Fresh Stem-Cut Longan Grading
Machines” (or, sieve-type measuring devices for
sorting longans), aimed at fostering fairness and
trust among farmers and buyers, while reducing
disputes between the two parties. The DIT has
coordinated with all stakeholder sectors through
the formation of task forces, each led by a provincial
governor (as chairperson), a representative from the

Provincial Commerce Office, a representative from

1
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the Provincial Agricultural Extension Office, and other
stakeholders such as longan farmers and industry
associations, as members, and a representative
from the Weights and Measures Center/Branch
Office as member and secretary. These task forces
have been dispatched on the ground to inspect
and certify the grading machines across eight
northern provinces: Chiang Mai, Lamphun, Chiang
Rai, Phayao, Lampang, Tak, Phrae, and Nan.

In addition, the DIT has enforced a Ministerial
Notification prescribing specifications for sieve-type
longan grading machines, including details on
production materials, maximum permissible errors,
and certification validity period. This aims to clearly
define the acceptable standards for sieve-type
longan grading machines to ensure fair practices
among all parties involved, lay the foundation for
building trust among farmers and longan buyers,
and raise the standard of de-stemmed longan trade.
Key provisions of the Ministerial Notification are

summarized as follows.

e Definition of the grading machine. A
sieve-type longan grading machine is defined as an
instrument used to sort longan by size, comprising a
set of sieves with varying apertures and a mechanism

that enables the sieves to rotate or vibrate.
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e Production materials. Machines must be
made of durable materials that are resistant to tampering

or fraudulent manipulation.

e Labeling requirements. Machines must
clearly display key information, such as the manufacturer’s
name or trademark, model, serial number, aperture size

for each sieve, and the machine’s overall dimensions.

e Grading capacity. Machines must indicate

their throughput capacity in kilograms per hour.

e Maximum permissible error. The
maximum allowable error for sieve apertures is +0.5

millimeters.

° Va|idify of certification. Certifications will

remain valid for two years from the date of issuance.

e Transitional provision. Machines in use
prior to the effective date of this Notification must
undergo inspection and certification within one year of
the enforcement date. Failure to comply will constitute
a violation of the Weights and Measures Act B.E.
2542 (1999) and subject to penalties of up to one year

imprisonment or a fine not exceeding THB 40,000, or both.

The DIT remains firmly committed to its mission
of commercial weights and measures oversight-
ensuring accuracy, precision, and standardization
to foster a commercial environment built on trust,

confidence and fairness for all stakeholders.
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“Thailand Post @ Thong Fah”: Creating Opportunities and
Enhancing Income for Local Retailers
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Amid continual rising costs of living,
“Thong Fah” (Blue Flag) stores stand out as
a key government initiative designed to
expand access to quality goods at fair prices
and alleviate the financial burden on the
public-particularly low-income earners-while
supporting sustained income generation for
local retailers.
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A Thong Fah (Blue Flag) store refers to a
small-scale retail outlet selling consumer goods,
educational supplies, agricultural produce, processed
farm products, OTOP goods, or other community-
based products. These outlets take the form of
neighborhood grocers, local mom-and-pop shops,
cooperative stores, village fund shops, or vendors
in fresh markets that have voluntarily joined the
“Thong Fah (Blue Flag) Low-Cost Store for Local
Economic Development” program run by the
Department of Internal Trade (DIT), the Ministry of
Commerce. The project aims to support low-income
earners-especially State Welfare Cardholders-who
represent a large proportion of the population
nationwide, enabling them to purchase essential
items within their designated spending limit. Goods
at Thong Fah (Blue Flag) stores can be paid for
through Electronic Data Capture (EDC) machines
or mobile applications installed at participating
stores. Participating stores benefit from becoming
an accessible retail channel for State Welfare
Cardholders. From the program’s inception in
October 2017 through to 30 September 2024, a
total of 150,887 Thong Fah (Blue Flag) stores
nationwide have been equipped to serve cardholders.
Over this period, total spending made via State
Welfare Cards at these stores amounted to THB
348.39 million. Therefore, the Thong Fah (Blue Flag)
initiative has not only helped ease the financial strain
on low-income citizens but also created meaningful
commercial opportunities for local, independent
business operators. The initiative has become a key
driver in reinforcing local business capacity and
stimulating local economy as a whole through

sustainable circulation of income.

Nevertheless, to enhance opportunities and

strengthen the commercial competitiveness of
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Thong Fah (Blue Flag) stores,
as well as to alleviate financial
burdens for the public-including
small- and medium-sized
enterprises (SMEs)-in line with
the government’s “Reduce
Expenses, Increase Income,
Expand Opportunity” policy
which focuses on nurturing
economic growth at the
grassroots level and providing
support for small-scale
operators, the Ministry of Commerce, by the DIT,
signed a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for
the “Thailand Post @ Thong Fah” initiative with
Thailand Post Co., Ltd. and the Ministry of Digital
Economy and Society, on March 7, 2024 at
Burachat Chaiyakorn Room, Ministry of Commerce.
The MOU signing was witnessed by Mr. Phumtham
Wechayachai, Deputy Prime Minister and Minister
of Commerce, along with Mr. Prasert
Jantararuangthong, Minister of Digital Economy and
Society. This MOU enables Thong Fah (Blue Flag)
stores nationwide to act as postal service points,
specifically Drop-Off locations for parcels. The
initiative aims to elevate the role of Thong Fah (Blue
Flag) stores by expanding the scope of services
they offer, creating new opportunities and income
streams for their business. Simultaneously, it
broadens the postal network coverage of Thailand
Post into urban, suburban, and remote communities,
increasing access to postal services and improving
parcel handling efficiency. The program also
facilitates online vendors, local business operators,
farmers, and the general public to conduct business
more conveniently by reducing transportation costs
and providing more options of parcel delivery.
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In the initial phase
of the “Thailand Post @
Thong Fah (Blue Flag)”
project, participating
Thong Fah (Blue Flag)

stores will serve as

Drop-Off points for
parcel shipments via
Thailand Post. Customers will pre-register their
parcels using the online label (indicating parcel
recipient’s name and address) creation system on
the service platform of their choice and drop off the
prepared parcel at any participating Thong Fah (Blue
Flag) store that displays the “Easy Drop-Off Here”
sign. The store will then scan the barcode that the
sender has affixed to the parcel via an application
to officially register the parcel into the system.
Subsequently, Thailand Post officials will pick up
the parcels for further processing and deliver to
recipients. The service will commence in April 2024
and operate in accordance with each Thong Fah
(Blue Flag) store’s business hours. In the next phase,
participating stores will also serve as both drop-off
points and collection points for recipients to pick
up parcels. Participating Thong Fah (Blue Flag)
stores will receive various benefits, including a per-
parcel service fee-averaging THB 4 per piece, with
a minimum of THB 2.80, depending on the parcel’s
weight-as well as official recognition as an authorized
Thailand Post service point. These stores will also
be permitted to sell postal products such as
boxes and packaging supplies. Interested
Thong Fah (Blue Flag) store owners may
register to join the project at no cost

The tickets are creatively repurposed into
sandalwood flower crafts, funeral wreaths, hats,
and flower vases, which are then sold to generate
income for the care and development of special
needs children within the center. This initiative also
promotes recycling and waste reduction.
